	Why are we doing this –  
Employers with 5 or more employees are required to undertake risk assessments in order to assess what our company needs to do to comply with health and safety legislation.

Who should be the assessor -
The assessor should be someone with training in risk assessment who has experience and knowledge of the work activities and tasks that are under assessment.

Sub task -
It is important when carrying out the risk assessment, that the activity to be assessed is broken down into sufficient sized sub-tasks to allow a suitable rating to be allocated to each part.  If the assessment is not broken down sufficiently, then it is possible to underestimate the level of risk involved. 

What is a hazard -
A hazard is anything with the potential to cause harm or damage, for example chemicals, manual handling, working from ladders, electricity etc.

Who is at risk -
This is used to show all those who may be affected by the activity, this may not just be our own employees.  Others affected could include visitors, contractors, the public, and other groups.


Existing controls -
Existing controls cover the measures already in place to reduce the over all risk. Examples would be training to undertake a task or protective clothing such as protective foot wear or gloves.
